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>>What are Freshmen Learning Communities?
Freshmen Learning Communities offer first-year students an opportunity to get
connected to Georgia State during fall semester The program was initiated in 1999
and has grown to include approximately 350 incoming freshmen students. FLCs are
designed around clusters of freshmen-level courses tailored to a particular topic. If
you select an FLC, you will take a group of core courses related to a common theme
during your first semester at Georgia State with students who share your same interest.
Together this group creates a small friendly community within a large research university.
To register, you will only have to register for the learning community of your choice to
be assigned to each of the sections in the course cluster. During your second semester,
you will take one course connected with the FLC, in addition to courses of your choice.
First-year college students deserve a formative, integrative academic experience
on which to build lifelong strengths and perspectives. This experience should include
not just the courses they take, but the combination, sequence, and fit of those courses.
The sections included in each FLC interest group were selected with these goals in
mind. Each FLC course builds on the other by exploring unique yet related fields of
knowledge. In combination, the courses in each interest-group cluster can provide you
with opportunities for learning that will benefit you throughout your college days and
beyond.

>> Benefits of joining an FLC
Although located in the heart of a fast-paced city, Georgia State University is an
ideal place to develop lifelong skills and build relationships. The new semester-based
core curriculum, implemented in fall 1998, simplifies transferability between Georgia
institutions and makes it much easier to change majors. The new undergraduate core
facilitates the learning community’s concept by both providing the most ideal selection
of core courses for various interest groups and simultaneously fulfilling the general
education requirements for most majors.

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New Student Orientation and its Role in Freshmen Learning Communities

The GSU 1010: New Student Orientation course serves as the central focus of
the Freshmen Learning Communities at Georgia State. The course is designed
as an introduction to university life, and it is tailored to address possible career
opportunities, majors, degree programs, and general advice within the context
of the theme of the community. The professors in the learning communities
work together to develop linked themes, activities, and assignments for the FLC
courses. The GSU 1010 course serves as the format for learning group activities
and integration of themes in the community.

For students involved in learning communities, GSU 1010 offers an
opportunity for students to learn about themselves, to form bonds with peers
in the group, and to gain an appreciation for the university and the city. GSU
1010 will be the anchor for the learning community, allowing students to develop
personal skills while synthesizing the academics and working together as a group.
Many students find that the course helps them make a successful transition to
the university, helps them make better grades in all their courses and helps them
make connections to the GSU community.

GSU 1010: New Student Orientation is a three semester-hour course. Based on student performance,
a grade of A, B, C, D, or F will be awarded upon completion of the course.The grade in this course
counts in a student’s GPA but the credits do not count toward the |20 hours required to graduate.

>> Atlanta-Based Learning

The Atlanta-Based Learning (ABL) initiative is designed to provide opportunities for
Georgia State students to become involved in the greater Atlanta community. As an
urban institution in Atlanta, Georgia State offers a unique experience for you to relate to
the context in which you are developing as a learner: The initiative may be viewed on a
continuum of different types of student experiences.Your participation in Atlanta-Based
Learning may involve activities that introduce you to the cities’ culture and landmarks,
community service, or service learning. You will hear more about ABL in your GSU 1010 class.

>> Choosing a Freshman Learning Community

Concerned about choosing the right Freshman Learning Community? Don't worry; all
FLCs are designed around general education core curriculum courses that will apply to
any major. The best strategy is to pick one that sounds interesting. Part of the discussion
with your advisor during the first semester will be on choosing a major that relates to
your area of interest. However, even if at the end of the first semester you decide to
select a major in a different area, you can be sure that your courses will count as part of
your general education requirements.
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If you are still unsure of how to select an FLC, come to Incept: New Student
Orientation. At Incept, faculty advisors from the various learning communities will help
you decide which FLC best suits your interests and skills. In the Fall 2007, we will offer 55
different learning communities that are described in this brochure.

>> Learning Communities at the University Village

Two of the Freshmen Learning Communities, “Residential Emerging Leaders | & II”

are for students living in the residence halls. To participate, students will be required

to live at the Georgia State University Commons, where the participants will be
clustered together on a floor wing. This living arrangement promotes interaction among
community members and will merge the students’ time in and outside the classroom
into a unique learning experience.

Two of the five core classes of the learning community will be taught in classrooms
at the University Commons. Students will come to the main Georgia State campus for
their other classes. If you are interested in this FLC and have not received a housing
application, please contact the Office of University Housing at 404/463-9052.You do
not have to live at the University Commons to join any other FLC.

>> How to Register

Enroliment in each learning community is generally limited to 25 students. The earlier
you respond, the greater your chance of being included in the community of your
choice! Enrollment in an FLC is on a first-come, first-served basis.

The best way to insure that you get into the FLC of your choice is to register at
Incept: New Student Orientation. For more information on Incept, contact the Office of
New Student Programs, Suite 265 Student Center, 404/463-9065.You may also contact
the Office of Undergraduate Studies, 224 Sparks Hall , 404/463-9707; (fax) 404/463-
9708, or visit the website www.gsu.edu/ugs for more information on how to join an FLC.

>> Math Placement Test (Requirements Regarding Math Placement Testing)
All students who have not completed the math requirement in Area A of the core
curriculum are required to take a math placement test that will assess their skills and
place them in an appropriate math course (some exceptions noted below). Math |1
(College Algebra) and higher math courses require specific placement test scores
as a prerequisite. The math placement test should be taken before attending Incept
Orientation or before attempting to register for a math course of Math |'I | | or higher.
Georgia State University uses the COMPASS exam (designed by ACT) as a
math placement exam to help accurately place students in college math courses. The
test administered at Georgia State may include the following two areas: algebra and
trigonometry. The number of areas in which a student will be tested will depend upon
the student’s level of ability. All students will take items in the area of algebra. The score
on the algebra section will determine if a student takes items in the area of trigonometry.

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*#% A note about the Area A math requirement:
Students majoring in biology, chemistry, computer science, geology, mathematics, science and
math education, and physics are required to take Math | | |3 (Precalculus) or higher in Area
A. Prerequisites are an appropriate placement test score or a C or higher in Math 1111
(College Algebra). Math | | || prerequisites are an appropriate placement test score or a
C or higher in Math 0099 (Intermediate Algebra). Math 1101 is NOT a prerequisite for
Math 1111

All other majors may choose to satisfy Area A with Math | 101 (Intro to Mathematical
Modeling), (note: Math | 101 does NOT require the placement test), or a higher-level math
course (note: all higher level math courses require the math placement test). Math | 101 is
not preparation for any other math course (i.e, it does not serve as a prerequisite for Math
I'1'1'1), but is an option for non-science/non-math majors not intending to continue with
more math courses.

Students intending to choose a learning community with Math | | | | must take the
placement test before attending Incept and earn the appropriate score required for Math
I'l'1'l (see required scores below).

>> Foreign Language Placement Exam

Students interested in registering for French, German or Spanish courses are advised
to take the Foreign Language Placement Exam. The exam can be accessed from any
computer at www.gsu.edu/~wwwmcl, by clicking on the last link,"“WebCAPE Placement
Exam.” Students without college credit for at least the 1001 course must take the
placement exam prior to registering for French, German, or Spanish classes at Incept:
New Student Orientation. If you are not able to take the exam before attending
Incept, the exam can be taken at any computer at your convenience. After you take the
exam, your score will be sent to you and to the Department of Modern and Classical
Languages. If you score sufficiently high, the prerequisite hold will be removed and

you can go online at www.gsu.edu, click on “Registration,” and add the desired foreign
language class to your course schedule. For further information, please contact the
Department of Modern and Classical Languages at 404/651-2265 or mclinfo@gsu.edu.

>> Chemistry Placement Exam

Chem 121 1K is the prerequisite for all chemistry and biology courses at Georgia State.
To register, you must take a required 45-minute diagnostic chemistry test administered
by the Chemistry Department on campus at selected times (no fee for test; please
bring non-programmable calculator and #2 pencil).

Who must take the test?

All except students with a chemistry AP score of 2 or better or an SAT subject score of
600 or better or completion of a college-level chemistry course (please call 404/651 -
3120 if you think you may be exempt from taking this test). For information about this
test (times, dates, registration, what to bring, possible exemptions for AP Chemistry,
etc.), please go to http://chemistry.gsu.edu/student/|2 [ | regtest.php.
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* AAS 2010. Introduction to African-American Studies (3)
Intellectual and social origins of African-American Studies. Key concepts, themes, and
theories of the discipline.

* AH 1700. Survey of Art | (3)
History of Western Art I: Prehistoric through Medieval Art. Art of the Western world
from prehistory through the fourteenth century and the beginning of the Renaissance.

* Anth | 102. Introduction to Anthropology (3)
A holistic and comparative study of the human condition through a survey of the five
subfields of general anthropology: sociocultural, archeological, biological, linguistic, and
applied anthropology; with emphasis on evolution, adaptation, language, and cognition.

*Art 1010. Drawing | (3)

Introduction to the techniques, materials, and principles of drawing.

* Biol 1103K. Principles of Biology | (4)
An introductory biology course that includes chemistry, cell structure and function,
cell division, molecular genetics, and Mendelian genetics. Three lecture and three
laboratory hours a week.

* Biol | I 10K. Human Anatomy and Physiology (4)
Survey of the major organ systems in the human body. Chemical principles as related
to physiology are included.

e Chem 1201. Chem | Concept Development (1)
One lecture hour a week. Elaborates key chemical concepts and illustrates problem-
solving techniques for college chemistry for natural science majors. Recommended for
students who have completed a standard high school chemistry course. This course
does not count toward a degree.

* Chem 121 IK.Principles of Chemistry | (4)
First course in a two-semester sequence covering the fundamental principles and
applications of chemistry for science majors. Topics to be covered include composition
of matter; stoichiometry, periodic relations, and nomenclature. Laboratory exercises
supplement the lecture material. Three lectures and three laboratory hours a week.
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* Engl 1101. English Composition | (3)
A composition course designed to increase the student’s ability to construct written
prose of various kinds. Focuses on methods of organization, analysis, research skills,
and the production of short argumentative and expository essays; readings consider
issues of contemporary social and cultural concern. Passing grade is C.

Engl | 103H.Advanced English Composition (3)

A composition course designed to increase the student’s ability to construct written
prose of various kinds. Focuses on methods of organization, analysis, research skills,
and the production of short argumentative and expository essays; readings consider
issues of contemporary social and cultural concern. Passing grade is C.

Geog | 112. Introduction to Weather and Climate (4)
Spatial processes governing weather and climate, and the relationship between
climate systems and the distribution of vegetation types.

Geog | 113. Introduction to Landforms (4)
Introduction to landforms, their origin, development, and spatial distribution.

Geol 121K. Introduction to Geosciences | (4)

Broad view of the earth emphasizing internal processes including minerals, rocks, and
the rock cycle, the structure of the earth’s interior, plate tectonics, earthquakes, and
volcanism.

GSU 1010. New Student Orientation (3)

Introduction to the academic life of the university; interdisciplinary study of urban
Atlanta and the Georgia State community; introduction to the academic demands,
learning resources, and rules and procedures of the institution.

Hist 1112.Survey of World History since 1500 (3)
A survey of world history from early modern times to the present.

Hist 21 10. Survey of United States History (3)
A thematic survey of U.SS. history to the present.

Math 1070 Elementary Statistics (3)

Descriptive statistics, basic probability, and distribution of random variables, estimation
and hypothesis test for means and proportions, regression and correlation, analysis of
count data.
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* Math 1101. Math Modeling (3)
Mathematical modeling using graphical, numerical, symbolic, and verbal techniques
to describe and explore real-world data and phenomena. Emphasis is on the use of
elementary functions to investigate and analyze applied problems and questions, on
the use of appropriate supporting technology, and on the effective communication of
quantitative concepts and results.

Math [ 111. College Algebra (3)
Graphs; equations and inequalities; complex numbers; functions; polynomials, rational,
exponential, and logarithmic functions; and linear systems.

Math | 113. Precalculus (3)
Trigonometric functions, identities, inverses, and equations; vectors; polar
coordinates, conic sections.

Mua 1500. Jazz: It’s Origins, Styles, and Influence (3)

Study of the development of jazz from its origins to current trends, including stylistic
periods such as New Orleans, swing, bop, cool, avant-garde and fusion. Emphasis on
evolution of form, improvisational style and influential artists.

*
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PERS 2001. PERSPECTIVES ON COMRRATIVE CULTURE
The Pers 2001 category is composed of a group of interdisciplinary courses that
provide a better understanding of the contemporary world through the study of
different cultures.

Pers 2001. Carnival in Trinidad and Brazil (2)

This writing centered course examines carnival in Trinidad and Tobago and Brazil,
past and present. Writing centered courses are sponsored by the Writing Across

the Curriculum Department and are designed to improve student learning through
various types of writing assignments. The musical genres and musicians discussed

in the course are of international, national, cutural, political, historical, and/or social
significance. This course examines and compares the cultural and social significance of
various forms of artistic expression (music, dance, and costume/art) associated with
carnival as performed in Trinidad and Tobago and in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. Though the
emphasis is placed on the traditional and contemporary forms of musical expression
associated with these popular festivals, attention will be given to the interdependent
and interrelated nature of the music, dance, and art as media of cultural expression.
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* Pers 2001. Citizens in the Information Age (2)
This course deals with the economic, cultural, ethical and socio-political issues
surrounding information and information technology in today’s global environment. The
course will introduce students to the opportunities, complications, and realities of this
era. It will teach students to be aware of the structure and impact of information and
information technology on their lives, and the importance of critically thinking about the
information they use to make everyday decisions.

Pers 2001. Comparative World Religions (2)

This course is designed to introduce students to a wide variety of world religious
traditions by focusing on how these traditions have developed in the metropolitan
Atlanta area. Atlanta includes a significant number of religious communities, all of
which have had to learn how to express their distinctive characteristics in a secular
pluralistic environment. Students will learn the core beliefs and practices of certain
religious traditions as well as how these traditions have adapted to one specific
cultural context.

Pers 2001. Global Business and Society (2)

The course examines the societal, governmental, and legal influences on global
decision-making and global business operations. This course explores issues such as
the globalization of ethics, the global corporate citizen, and the co-existence of social
and economic goals.
