On a beautiful sunny day, Thursday, November 6, the peak of the
foliage season, a group of emeriti enjoyed a trip to the north Georgia
wine country. In the Dahlonega area several vineyards have estab-
lished themselves and received national awards for their products.
Sloping terrain with southwestern exposure and cool conditions have
afforded ideal conditions for growing grapes for red and rose wines,
while nearby more northern exposures afford the same desirable con-
ditions for white grapes. The result is Estate bottled red, white and
rose wines of unusual quality as well as Methode Champenoise
Sparkling wines.

We visited Wolf Mountain vineyard for lunch and an informative
conducted tour of their winery. Lunch is served in an attractive rustic
dining room with spectacular views of the surrounding area. The
menu is creative, and the food and wine are excellent.

Following our visit to Wolf Mountain, we proceeded to Frogtown
Winery to sample their products. Like the Wolf Mountain winery,
Frogtown has a beautiful building but has no dining room. The wines
were excellent and the view spectacular.

fleet. Emeriti paid for their own lunch and a small fee for wine tast-
ing at the Frogtown facility.
