The student who receives this scholarship may choose to receive either: 
· part-time tuition for two semesters (9 hours per semester) in the 2009-2010 academic year, or 
· full-time (18 hours) tuition for one semester (fall 2009, spring 2010, or summer 2010) in the Intensive English Program.  
Scholarships cover tuition only; the recipient is responsible for GSU student fees and textbooks.
