Because of thigll nonrimmigrant students are required by

the University System of Georgia (USG) to have accident and
sickness insurance while at Georgia State. You will be billed
for insurance at the time you register for classed siudents
and their 32 dependents ee required by federal regulations

to carry accident and sickness insurance the entire time they
are in the United States. Our current insurance provider is
Pearce and Pearcat(p://www.studentinsurance.comy).
Students with comparable insurance purchased in their home
country or provided through a U.S. sponsor may request a
waiver from the USG plan. Waivers will NOT be granted for
plans purchased in the U.S. by current students. Alternative
insurance must reet the standards of the USG plan and must
include medical evacuation and repatriatiolio request a
waiver, contact Pearce and Pearce through their website
above.

TUITION AND FEES

Each student who has not been a legal resident of Georgia for
at least 12 months preceding the last day to register must pay
out-of-state tuition. Referto the Student Accounts website at
http://www.gsu.edu/es/tuition_and_fees.htmfor current

tuition and fee amounts, along with registration and payment
policies.

Paying your School Bills

If you lring money to the U.S. in a check or money order and
deposit it in a bank, it may take up to three weeks for the
check to be processed and become available for your use.
Therefore, we strongly recommend you choose one of the
following options to insure thiayou will have money available
at the time of registration:

1. Send a check or money order ahead of time to the
university.

2. Wire your funds electronically to the university.

3. Upon arrival, deposit your money at the Student Accounts
office before g@ing to the bank, or before depositing the
money into a new bank account, ask if the funds can be
released earlier.

4. Have a credit card available to pay your bills.

You can pay at the time you register for classes. If not paid at
that time, your paymehmust be received in the Student
Accounts Office by the Fee Payment Deadline of the phase
you registered in. Accepted fee payment methods include
cash, check, money order and credit card.

The university has contracted with a third party vendor to
processall online MasterCard, American Express and Discover
credit card payments made VRAWSA service fee of 2.75%
will be assessed by the vendor on each transaction. In doing
so, those who choostine convenience of credit card

payment methods will bear the direct cost of that

convenience and the university and other students will not
have to slare indirectly in the expens€redit Card payments
cannot be accepted by telephone.

WebCheck is a se@r24/7 ekctronic check payment

method. WebCheck is a simple, no cost alternative to credit
cards. You will be able to use your own checking account to
make secure payments via the WebCheck system available on
your PAWSaccount.

FINANCIAL AID

There are very few soaes of financial assistance for
international students. Many graduate students try to obtain
a graduate teaching or research assistantship, which provides
either a full or half tuition waiver plus a monthly stipend. For
information about assistantships, etact your graduate
department. The ISSS office offers a limited number ofafut
state tuition waivers to certain eligible students every
semester. In order to qualify for the waiver, you must be
within the last year of your studies and be enrolled firtie

in the term in which you receive the waiver. More
information is available every semester on the ISSS website.

SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBERS

Who is eligible for a SSN?

As an F or J student or scholar, you are eligible for a Social
Security Number (SSN) ONLY if you have an offer of
employment on campus. You cannot apply until you have an
actual job offer. Students whisave never worked on campus,
but who find authorized employment off campus (like CPT or
OPT) are also eligible to apply for a SSN. Persons \&ithtF

4, B1 or B2 status may not be employed and cannot obtain a
SSN.

The only situations where you as aneitizen are legally
required to provide a SSN are 1) to employers for wage and
tax reporting purposes, and 2) to the Internal Revenue
Service for tax returns. However, banks, apartment owners,
telephone companies, and many other businesses will
continuoudy ask you for a SSN even though you may not be
eligible for one. Those businesses should be able to provide
you the service without a SSN, but if they persist,
International Services will write a letter explaining why you
cannot have a SSN, and requestihgt you be given that
service.

How to apply for an SSN

You must receive a formal job offer letter from your potential
employer which includes the employer EIN# (586002050 for
Georgia State). ISSS has a sample letter available if needed.
F1 students mgt request a letter from an advisor in
International Student & Scholar Services. You will need to
provide us with a copy dhe employer letter.You will need

to wait 48 hours from the date you received the letter from
ISSS to apply for your SSN.

TAXES

Filing federal income tax forms is the personal responsibility
of each international student. AllFand J1 students and

their dependants, regardless of whether or not they have
eamed money, are required to file an annual tax form. Tax
forms must be postmarked no later than April 15 of each
year.

If you were present in the U.S. even for one day as an F or J
student, you must complete a tax report called an 8843 form.
InternationalStudent and Scholar Services has software for
you to use to meet this federal requirement as well as assist
you in completing the federal tax form 1040M8Z. The
software is wekbased and you can access this software from
any computer with access to thetémnet.

If you have to file a federal tax return, you must also file a
Georgia state tax return. International Services offers
workshops on campus to help with Georgia tax return
information (after you have finished with your federal
return). Check ISS8wsletters and bulletin boards to find
out when the workshops will be held.

The Student/Instructor Relationship

with the instructor. Some instructors don't mind being called
by their first name; they may even sit on the desk and walk
around the room as they speakn class students may speak
without raising their hand and being recognized. Depending
on the rules of the classroom or building, some people eat
and drink in class.

Stoves and ovens

If you have a gas stove that must be hand lit, be
sure to light the match first and then turn on the gas burner.
If you turn on the gas first, escaped gas may cause an
explosion when you strike the match. Most gaisves have a
broiler. This is the bottom drawer that pulls out under the
large oven door. If you want to cook meat or other foods with
high grease content at a high temperature, you should use
the broiler. Broil simply means cooking under direct flame of
the fire. On the oven temperature control knob you will find
GONRAT ®¢ { SO &2dzNJ 20Sy (2

Do not cook meats with high grease content in your oven.
This could cause an oven fire. Baking soda thrown on fires
extinguishes thenvery quickly. Never leave your home when
something is cooking on the stove or in the oven. If you

suspect a gas leak, notify the gas company as soon as possible
and allow proper ventilation.

Ventilation

American homes do not have adequate ventilation for

cooking on an open fire inside the home. Although you can

cook on your stove and use the exhaust fan in the hood

above, no other cooking with an open fire should be done fage |
the house. 13

Garbage Collection and Recycling

trash must be put in covered containers and placed in a
designated location to be picked up. Most apartment
complexes have large garbage dumpsters that you can use to
dispo® of your trash. The city also picks up recyclable items
in a separate container.

Terms you should know aboutrdasurance
Liability. This relates to how much your insurance will pay
another person if you are at fault in an accident (that is, if you
hit them.) It covers damage to their vehicle as well as
treatment for any injuries. The numbers a company will

guote you will be something like 100/300, meaning in case of
an accident, your insurance company will pay a maximum of
$100,000 for car damage or injury per person for people
injured in the other car with a maximum of $300,000 for
three people. If there were merpeople in the other vehicle,
the $300,000 will be split among them.

Collision.This category covers damage to your vehicle if you
are at fault in an accident. This covers running your car into
another car, a tree, etc.

Deductible.Collision comes with deductible which you
specify. If you have a deductible of $500, for example, you
pay the first $500 towards repairs of your vehicle in case of
an accident. The higher your deductible, the cheaper your
insurance rates will be.

Using an ATM

Automated Teller Machines (or ATMs for short) allow you to
make cash withdrawals, deposits, and transfers between
accounts. You can also view your account balance. This is free
at your own bank and its branches, but when you usether
bank's ATM, both your bank and the other bank could charge
you a bank fee of between $1.50 and $2.50. You will need an
ATM card or a debit card to use the ATM machine. There is a
limit on how much money you can withdraw from an ATM at
one time or onone day. Check with your batdk find out

what the limit is.

Using a Debit Card

A debit card also called a check cards connected to your
checking account and is used almost like a regular credit card
(such as MasterCard or VISA), except that the dsangade

are deducted from your checking account upon purchase.
You do not get a separate bill at the end of the month as with
a credit card. Be sure to keep track of your spending, though.
If you spend more money than is in your account, you do not
only risk ruining your credit record, but the bank also charges
you with a fee of around $25 every time you overdraw your
account.

WEATHER

Weather in Atlanta is generally warm in the spring and fall,
hot in the summer, and mildly cold in winter.

Summer: June thimh September is generally hot and

humid during the day, with pleasant temperatures at night.
Highs are in the 80880s Fahrenheit. However, even when it

is very hot outside, air conditioned buildings can be very cold,
S0 you may need to bring a jackettlviyou even in summer.
Also beware of mosquitoes in the summer, especially in areas
with lots of plants and trees. You can buy insect repellent at
the drugstore or grocery storethelp keep them from biting

Fall: October is variable and can be eithiery hot or very
cold, while November begins to get cold. Expect to start
wearing winter clothes in November with temperatures
dropping into the 40s Fahrenheit.

Winter: December through February can be very cold, with
temperatures in the 30s and even 20Snow is rare but does
come every few years. Winter highs are generally in the 40s
Fahrenheit.

Spring: In March, April, and May, mornings and evenings are
usually 5660 degrees Fahrenheit and the daylight hours are
65-75 degrees. Nights are coolerxpgct a lot of rain during
this period.
