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Information for Academic Renewal Applicants

Academic Renewal is intended to allow former Georgia State undergraduate degree-seeking students who have experienced academic difficulty to make a fresh start and to give them a final opportunity to earn a bachelor’s degree.  It can apply to individuals on academic exclusion.  

Academic Renewal is a rather complex policy that contains many conditions that should be reviewed and considered before an application is submitted.  Please read and complete this form and the attached supplemental forms before submitting to the Student Advisement Center. Former Developmental Studies (DS) or Learning Support (LSP) students may apply for Academic Renewal only if they completed all DS/LSP requirements prior to the five-year absence.

4.
The College of Education does not recognize Academic Renewal for teacher education programs due to state guidelines.  If you are a student in the teacher education program and are approved for Academic Renewal, you will get a new institutional GPA, but it will not affect admission to teacher education courses or programs.

5.
Reentry into any program is not automatic.  Other programs may choose not to recognize Academic Renewal.  You must check with the advisement office in your academic college to verify their acceptance.  

6.  
Meeting the general requirements of Academic Renewal does not guarantee approval.

7.
Transfer credit for Excluded students: A student who was excluded from Georgia State University and has attended another college during the absence from Georgia State University is not eligible for Academic Renewal.

Transfer credit for Non-Excluded students: A student who was not excluded from Georgia State University but attended another college during an absence of five (5) or more years may choose one of the following options:

a.
Return to Georgia State University as a transfer student, subject to all relevant transfer and reentry policies.  The student will not be eligible for Academic Renewal but transfer credit will be granted for applicable courses taken during the absence. 

b.
Apply for Academic Renewal.  If approved, no transfer credit will be granted for coursework completed during the absence.
8.
You must apply for Academic Renewal within ONE calendar year of returning to Georgia State University.  

9.
To earn a degree, a student must meet the academic residency requirement (see below and undergraduate catalog) after acquiring Academic Renewal.  All remaining degree requirements must be earned at Georgia State University.  No transient or transfer credit will be accepted. All other academic rules and regulations apply, including academic standing. 

Academic residency is defined as being enrolled in one or more courses at Georgia State University; this is not to be confused with status as a legal resident of the State of Georgia for fee purposes.  

a.
The student must earn 39 semester hours at Georgia State University in courses numbered 3000 or above with an average grade of at least a 2.00 GPA; and

b.
At least one-half of the courses comprising the major or 11 semester hours in the major, whichever is less, must be taken at Georgia State University.

10.
Academic credit for previously completed coursework—including transfer coursework will be retained only for courses in which an A+, A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+ or C grade has been earned.  Courses with C- and D grades must be repeated if they are required for the student’s degree program.  The retained grades are not calculated in the institutional GPA. The new renewal institutional GPA includes all grades received after Academic Renewal.  The renewal GPA will be used for determining academic standing and eligibility for graduation.  All previously attempted coursework will continue to be recorded on the student’s official transcript.  

11.
The hours earned prior to the granting of Academic Renewal, plus any hours earned following renewal shall be used in determining the applicability of any requirement that specify a number of hours earned, such as the Regents’ Test, class standing, etc.

12.
General degree requirements satisfied prior to the granting of Academic Renewal, such as the U.S. and Georgia History and Constitution requirements, will remain on the student’s permanent record even though the courses used to satisfy these requirements may not have been retained.

13.
The granting of Academic Renewal does not supersede financial aid policies regarding Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP).  Students must check with One Stop Shop concerning financial aid at http://www.gsu.edu/es/one_stop_shop.html.
Notes:

1. Please make sure you read and understand the Information for Academic Renewal Applicants and follow the instructions carefully.

2. To access your campus ID and your Georgia State University email account please log onto: https://campusid.gsu.edu/  

3. The deadline to apply for Academic Renewal is NOT the same as the university’s deadlines for filing reentry applications. Students who seek Academic Renewal must submit their applications for renewal by the deadlines.  Any communication such students have with the Office of Admissions about their reentry application must state clearly that they are also seeking approval from the Student Advisement Center for Academic Renewal.

4. If the deadline falls on a weekend or a university holiday, applications for Academic Renewal will be accepted until the next workday following the deadline.

5. Students who are approved for Academic Renewal should schedule an advisement appointment with their academic advisor in their college. The university reserves the right to REQUIRE advisement before the student is allowed to register for their first semester after Academic Renewal.
