Built for the 2 Ist century student
Georgia State’s transition to a
residential school is fairly recent, so
our housing is about as modern, safe
and comfortable as it gets. Our two
facilities — the Commons and the

sign up for incept:

new student orientation
All freshmen must attend Georgia
State’s orientation program, Incept,
led by friendly, knowledgeable
Georgia State students. There

will be many dates to choose
from, depending on your term

of entry. Each Incept session
includes academic advisement and
registration,a campus tour and

an introduction to departments,
resources and services you'll need
to get started and succeed at
Georgia State. There’s also time
for food and fun.

Incept is not mandatory for transfer
students, although it is advised. All
transfer students, whether or not
they attend Incept, must complete an
online pre-orientation session.

As an accepted student, you will
receive an invitation to Incept. If you
have any questions in the meantime,
visit www?2.gsu.edu/~wwwnew.

For requirements and forms, go to
www.gsu.edu/health. If required,
you may get your immunizations from
your local health department, private
physician or from Georgia State
University’s Health Services (must
show proof of acceptance). For your
immunization records to be accepted,
they must include the following:

I. Your personal information including
full name; date of birth; Social
Security number or student ID
number; address.

2. The doctor’s office address stamp
(or sticker) and signature.

reactivation information

If you wish to enroll for a term outside
the academic year (fall, spring and
summer terms) for which you applied,
you must submit a new application

and pay another application fee. Each
fall semester begins a new academic
year.

As a transfer student, you've been through a lot of this before,

but here’s some information just for you.

transfer express orientation
Incept is not required for transfer
students, but it is strongly encouraged.
During this abbreviated four-hour
session, you will tour the campus and
surrounding area, learn need-to-know
basics about various departments

and divisions, review policies and
procedures, get academic advisement
and register for classes.You may also
elect to attend a “Combination” Incept
session, for both transfer and freshman
students, if it fits your schedule.

transfer credit

To find out if your courses transferred
to Georgia State, logon to your
GoSOLAR account, look under
“Student Records,” then select
“View Transfer Credit.” AP and/or 1B
credit should also show up here. If
you have any questions about your
transfer credit, please call the Office
of Academic Assistance in the college
of your major. www.gsu.edu/es/
transfer_equivalency_charts.html

housing for transfer students
Living on campus is not just for
freshmen.With on-campus housing,
you can live inside the perimeter, you
won’t have to spend as much on gas,
and you'll be near classes and activities,
employment opportunities and more.
The application process is the same
as for freshmen, but there is limited
availability for upper-class students, so
apply early to improve your chances.

international student

orientation

New International Student Orientation
is required of all international students
in F-1 or J-1 status, and students who
intend to change their status to F-1I.
Orientation will provide you with
necessary information, give you an
opportunity to meet other students,
and guide you through testing,
advisement and registration.

You should bring your passport, I-20
or DS-2019, 1-94 card, insurance
documents if applicable, and any other
immigration documents (including

dependents’ documents) you may have.

It is advisable that you arrive and find
housing prior to orientation; however,
bear in mind that U.S. immigration
regulations do not allow international
students to enter the country more
than 30 days prior to the start date
on your |-20 (item #5) or DS-2019
(item #3). If you are unable to arrive
in Atlanta for orientation, you must
notify International Student & Scholar
Services (ISSS).

financing your education

College is expensive, but financial assistance is available to students who make good grades, know

where to look and — most of all — apply.

free application for federal
student aid (FAFSA)

The first step in the financial aid process
(even for HOPE)

Whether you want to apply for
HOPE, a grant, work study, a loan

or a scholarship, the FAFSA must be
submitted along with your application
and required verification documents.
The FAFSA will determine your
eligibility for a range of financing
options. Deadlines are crucial, so don’t
delay. To apply online, go to the FAFSA
Web site at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

The FAFSA priority deadline for
Georgia State is April |.You may
complete the FAFSA beginning in
January of each year.

Through the FAFSA review process
you may be eligible for the following:

Pell Grants

Available only to students working
towards their first bachelor’s degree.
Eligibility and the amount awarded are
determined by the student’s Expected
Family Contribution (EFC) and
enrollment status each semester.

Loans

There are three types of loans to
choose from: Federal Direct Subsidized
Loan, Federal Direct Unsubsidized
Loan, and Federal Direct Plus Loan.

Federal Work-Study Program

The Federal Work-Study Program
provides jobs for undergraduate and
graduate students with financial need,
allowing them to earn money to help
pay education expenses.The program
encourages community service work
and work related to the student’s
course of study. For more information,
visit www.gsu.edu/es/fwsp.html.

hope scholarship
For eligible Georgia high school students

The HOPE Scholarship is available to
students who have graduated from
a Georgia high school as a HOPE
scholar and are seeking their first
undergraduate degree. (All male
students must be registered with
Selective Service prior to seeking
funds.) HOPE pays tuition and fees
minus any new fees implemented
by the university since 2004. HOPE
pays a book allowance of $150 a
semester for full-time enrollment
and $75 for half-time enrollment.
