“We all come into the world alone… we leave the same 
way… but in between we have a chance to connect and to help each other.” 

 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Award- Given to a student leader who has persisted in making a  
 difference in the community through creative and courageous leadership. “And there comes a time when one must 

take a position that is neither safe, nor polite, nor popular; but one must take it because it is right.”
