Latino Leadership Initiative (LLI)

The Latino Leadership Initiative is a Georgia State effort to educate the growing Latino/ Hispanic population in metro Atlanta. This initiative aims to prepare High School students to graduate and motivate them to continue with their college education. 
The program will provide Leadership development opportunities, promote student-student connections, connect Latino students to their community, connect Latino students to Georgia State and promote their involvement in academic and university life. The program will run from September 2009 to April 2010.
 Who are the Georgia State participants?

· Georgia State students who are incoming freshmen Goizueta Foundation Scholars, 
· Transfer student Goizueta Foundation Scholarship recipients, existing Goizueta Foundation Scholars, 
·  Latino student leaders identified by faculty, administrators, and peers.
· Latino Freshman at large with a GPA of 3.0 or higher

Who are the recipients of the program?

· High school students who are emerging student leaders identified by teachers, staff, and peers from large, urban high schools in key metro-Atlanta counties (Cobb, Gwinnett, and DeKalb) representing three of the seven counties in Georgia with the highest number of Latino residents and  a high percentage of Latino students.
 What will be the GSU students’ responsibilities?

        Students participating in LLI at Georgia State, or “Latino Mentors” (LL), will engage in the LLI activities by visiting the targeted high schools four hours a week.

A) Tutoring
    This involves helping the students with their writing skills.
B) Mentoring

    This involves being a positive role model for High School students, inspiring them to become college minded, establishing a good communication with their school counselor, and motivating them to do their best in their school year. 
C)  Shadowing 
       Once at semester the high school fellows will spend a day at Georgia State shadowing the Latino Leaders to experience first-hand a “day in the life” of a Latino college student. 
D) Cultural community activities 

       This involves helping high school students develop cultural awareness through activities that will have a strong focus on the students' cultural heritage. 

        Examples of activities include, but are not limited to, field trips to museums in Atlanta (attendance at the Annual Latino Film Festival at the High Museum of Arts), students' engagement in Hispanic Heritage celebrations, and/or Independence Day celebrations, and attendance at Rialto Center for the Performing Arts at events related to Latino heritage. 
Benefits of the program for Georgia State participants
· Training.- 
GSU participants will be engaged into a hands-on, enriching, two-day training session that will provide them with the fundamentals required to perform successfully in the program. The training is taught by some of the finest professionals in Georgia State  

· Relevant community outreach.- 

Besides the impact that it causes in your self development and in your resume, the Latino Leadership initiative will give you a face to face experience on the challenges and opportunities that the Hispanic youth have in the urban school system. Upon completion of the program GSU mentors will be awarded a Certificate of Achievement from the Office of Latino Student Services and Outreach (LASSO)
