Inter-institutional Core Facilities Available to GSU Faculty

The Center for Advanced Brain Imaging is a joint venture between Georgia State University and Georgia Institute of Technology. This research core just opened in May of 2009 and contains a Seimans 3 Tesla research dedicated functional magnetic resonance imaging scanner (fMRI). The Brain Imaging Center is located in a 6,000 square foot building that houses support staff and swing space for faculty, postdocs and students.  The facility is designed for large, interdisciplinary research projects and is available for research 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
