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Physical Infrastructure and Space for Research 

Georgia State University continues to increase and improve the space it designates for research activities.  Currently, GSU provides approximately 630,000 square feet of wet and dry lab space and animal housing space for research across the main campus and a specialized research facility on a 55-acre wooded area south of downtown Atlanta.  A significant amount of research space at GSU has undergone renovation in the past decade to provide state-of-the-art facilities for research activities at GSU.  In FY2011, upgrades to the Natural Science Center, GSU’s first dedicated science building, were mostly completed providing research space for several new research faculty hires. In addition, renovations to the laboratory research space was begun in Kell Hall that will accommodate even more faculty hires conducting laboratory research.
