Research Activity at GSU – FY09
Research conducted at Georgia State University highlights our faculty and staff efforts to create innovative programs and technology. These efforts benefit the local economy as well as the entire state. During 2009, there were 830 tenure-track faculty employed at GSU. GSU researchers submitted 973 grant applications seeking a total of $150,863,000. A total of 537 grants were awarded totaling $64,083,000, giving researchers a grant success rate in 2009 of 55 percent. Approximately $40,240,000 was awarded to support research activities; $7,281,000 was awarded to support instruction programs and $16,563,000 was awarded to support public service and other initiatives.
