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Technology Development and Commercialization Resources

Investigators at Georgia State University are making exciting and meaningful discoveries every day. Consequently, more and more investors and commercial businesses are discovering GSU as an ideal place to investigate and develop promising technologies for commercialization. The quantity and quality of research at GSU is enhanced by a number of factors that together create an environment that is uniquely advantageous for technical commercial development including GSU’s location, facilities and available talent.  

GSU is in the heart of Atlanta, Georgia with interstate and international connectivity that have given rise to abundant resources for the development and commercialization of new technology. The Atlanta area is third in the nation for location of Fortune 500 company headquarters and is a convenient and cost-effective location for start-up companies.  Atlanta’s business and healthcare sectors provide GSU investigators access to some very creative minds whose real-world experiences enhance the innovation and quality of the research they conduct.  Existing and new collaborations between GSU investigators and local business and industry are proving to be mutually beneficial on many levels, setting a great precedence for attracting even more research collaborators to GSU.

GSU is home to CollabTech, a joint-venture business incubator that fosters collaboration between GSU faculty and start-up biotechnology companies, nurturing them at a critical stage in their development. Collabtech features four biological applications-revolving laboratories and two chemical applications-revolving laboratories, and conference and office space. CollabTech offers tenants access to sophisticated research equipment that is prohibitively expensive for many start-ups to purchase.  GSU researchers can take advantage of these facilities as they move towards forming start-up companies based on technology developed right at Georgia State. In addition, employees of start-ups residing in CollabTech have access to Georgia State’s scientific expertise with great potential for highly productive research collaborations.  

The Technology and Commercialization Development program at GSU is committed to facilitating progress towards commercialization of technology developed by GSU researchers and CollabTech tenants. This program provides assistance with licensing, developing business partnerships and marketing new technologies. Providing Georgia State’s researchers to this business expertise is a critical part of moving Georgia State forward as a major research institution.
